The Institute of Physical Culture and Sport of the Udmurt State University in Izhevsk welcomes you to the VI All Russia Symposium (with international participation) «The Heart Rhythm and the Type of Autonomic Regulation in Assessing the Health of the Population and Functional Training of Athletes» on October 11-12, 2016. 5. Forecasting functional status (organism resistance) for a profession-related selection and professional suitability.
6. HRV under extreme and sub extreme effects on the human body. The autonomic reactivity of the human body when being exposed to electromagnetic fields, intoxication and other pathogenic factors according to HRV analysis.

Article formalities:

1. An article must be prepared either in Russian or in English. 

2. The length of an article is up to 5 full-print pages of A4 size, including CV either in Russian or in English, bibliographical references, tables and graphs.

3. Text editor: Microsoft Word 2003/2007/XP.

4. Margins: head, bottom and right– 2.0 cm, left – 3.0 сm.

5. Font type: Times New Roman, size – 14 pt.

6. Single line spacing, automatic hyphenation. No header/footer, no numbering, no footnotes and cross references. Full justification of the page. 1.0 cm spacing before a new paragraph.

7. Drawings (a minimum of 300dpi; size 110Х170 mm). Graphics (drawings, graphs) emplaced in the text must be black and white and must be also available as separate files; tables must be placed throughout the text and must be included in the text box. The number of tables and graphs in total should not exceed 3.

8. Structural elements of an article should be placed as follows:
- the title is to be printed on the first page in the center in capital letters without abbreviations; 
- the author’s/authors’ surname(s) (initials should be placed after the surname) should be printed at a new line;
- a full name of the organization and the city must be printed at a new line; 

- an e-mail address for correspondence with a group of authors must be printed at a new line;

- an edited text must be put in a line.
9. The following sections should be highlighted in the text: CV, an introduction, methods, research results, a consideration and a conclusion;

10. Bibliographical references should be put in the alphabetical order and drawn up as required by GOST Р7.0.5-2008 (Russian National Standard). If an article contains a link to the author's name, this author must be included in the list of references. References should be put in square brackets in the text. 

11. Each article should be documented as a separate file. The file’s title must contain the first author’s name and the city. If one author or a group of authors send more than one article, then the file’s title must contain a figure 1, 2, 3 at its end (for example, IvanovMoskva, IvanovMoskva1).
The authors bear responsibility for the content of their articles.


The Steering Committee reserves the right to reject materials that either do not comply with the focus area of the symposium, or fail to meet the requirements of the article layout. 


The selection criteria are as follows: novelty, scientific-methodological and practical significance of the research area. 
Materials submitted after September 5, 2016 will not be published.

Registration fee:
The registration fee for participation in the Symposium is 1,000 rubles (this sum includes payment for publication of articles in the Proceedings). 
Payment for articles:

To have an article published (without participation in the symposium) one has to transfer 100 Rubles for each page.
